Overview: 

The class will divide into 3 groups to research and provide feedback on J-term (2 groups of 6 and 1 of 5). 

The project will be worth 10% of your grade.  

Group 1 Focus: J-term Planning topics such as forecasting, scheduling

Group 2 Focus: J-term In Action topics such as current courses, schedule

Group 3 Focus: J-term Future topics such as course offerings, ideas for changes to June term

Each group will be giving a presentation on their findings.

Project Details
Phase 1 : Review the aspects of the project.  Brainstorm in your group more specific survey topics/areas of interest.  Assign roles and tasks within the group.  

Phase 2: Begin your report.  

· Create the questions to be included on the survey.    
· Describe methodology – there should be enough detail that someone else could completely replicate the process. 

· Type of sampling

· Description of randomization

· Where, when, and how you will administer the survey

Phase 3: Select your sample and administer your survey

Phase 4: Organize, summarize, and analyze your data. 

Phase 5: Finalize your written report with the following guidelines:

· Topic/Question – be descriptive of what you are investigating 

· Background – why are you investigating this topic?

· Methodology (see Phase 2) 

· Describe and defend your sampling procedure

· Detail your randomization process

· Carefully explain when, where, and how you administered your survey

· Provide a copy of the survey

· Data – organize in a table (Phase 3)
· Analysis – include appropriate graphical and numerical summaries (Phase 3)
· Interpretation- what generalizations might you be able to draw about the population sample that was drawn?

· Pitfalls and extensions – Share any difficulties.  What would you change if you were to repeat the process?  Are there any extensions that might prove interesting?

· Roles – provide a list/explanation of what each team member contributed to the project

Phase 6: Presentation – 10 minute opportunity to share critical aspects of your findings with the class AND with other stakeholders in the school (potentially other math teachers, Mr. Jones, Mr. McKedy, counseling department, board members or site council members).  Use a PowerPoint or Prezi presentation.  

Important Criteria:
Minimum Sample Size n = 50

Survey length: 5 to 10 questions
